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Funds Flow System of Social Enterprise: Challenges in Britain and Korea
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Abstract
In Japan, social enterprises are sometimes misunderstood to engage in autonomous business of social action,
and do not need donation or grant at all. However, many social enterprises have difficulties to collect sufficient
service fees and need a continuous funds flow system from donation and public funding. In Britain, the
commissioning has been introduced and social enterprises compete to gain funds from open public services
market. And in Korea, a portion of public procurement market would be assigned to social enterprises. Public

sector innovation is also needed to develop and restructure the whole process of public services in Japan.
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
